The advisors or designated personnel is
allowed to sign up for the tours and workshops.

* Only 5 people/chapter are allowed to sign up for an activity slot (including chaperones) on
the first week the site is open for each of the tours/workshops. There can only be up to 40
people for each event/time slot. After that time, you are welcome to sign up others from your group.

* Monday, June 15t is the Deadline for signing up for tours and workshops.

* Within each time slot: 10 am- 12 pm; or 2- 4 pm; each person should select one tour or two
different workshops.

* Please be sure one slot is occupied by one name. Any entry taking up more than 1 slot, will be
deleted.

*All students who select an offsite tour must be accompanied by their school chaperone, if required
by your school district.

*You are expected to only select one tour/day to allow others that experience. Any student signed
up for more than one tour/day will be deleted.

* Any students competing in any of the five public speaking events on Wednesday afternoon will
need to sign up for workshops, in case you are selected as a top four finalist.

NOTE: It is the sole responsibility of the chapter advisor to sign up their own students for workshops
and tours. MD FFA State Staff will not make selections.

1. Usingthe list of students available to sign up for workshops and/or tours, determine which ones
they are to be assigned. Please DO NOT sign up a public speaker on Wednesday, PM for any tours
in case they are selected to be in the final round.
